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New reporting service to help young people and adults who had
their intimate images shared without consent online

Hotline.ie, the Irish national centre combatting illegal content online (est. 1999), has
launched today a new online reporting service to help young people and adults, alike, who
had their intimate images and videos shared without their consent on the Internet. The
service has been developed in conjunction with the Department of Justice and An Garda
Siochana.

The Harassment, Harmful Communications and Related Offences Act 2020, enacted on 10
February 2021, creates new offences which criminalise the non-consensual distribution of
intimate images, also commonly referred to as intimate image abuse.

If an intimate image or video was shared online without the person’s consent, Hotline.ie can
help with reporting and removing the content from the Internet and, in some cases, liaising
with An Garda Siochana, should the person wish for the matter to be investigated by Gardai.
